NCTUSBC Youth/Adult Scholarship Tournament

1. The NCTUSBC Youth/Adult Scholarship Tournament will be open to all local NCTUSBC certified youth members in 

good standing. If the Youth bowler has NOT purchased a USBC membership in a NCTUSBC Center, the Youth 

bowler can purchase the membership for a $5.00 participation fee. The adult bowler must be a USBC certified 

member. Certification cards can be bought on site, $20.00 or a participate fee of $5.00. This participation fee will 

not enable the bowler to receive any awards from USBC.

2. Youth ages must be as of August 1, 2017. USBC Youth bowlers must bowl in their own division. Youth bowlers 

may enter with more than one adult as long as it can be logically scheduled to fit squad times by the Tournament 

Director. Youth bowlers or adults may not bowl with more than one entrant per squad. Subs must abide by the 

rules and notify the Tournament Director ahead of scheduled squad time. A bowler may place with the same 

partner only once.

3. Averages: Youth Bowlers will use highest (a) April 1st average, if no (a) then (b) current average of 21 games or 

more. (Bowlers must furnish league standing sheets from every league they bowl or subject themselves to 

disqualification). Adults will use highest (a) 2016-2017 Fall average, if no (a) then (b) 2016-2017. Summer average, 

if no(b) current 21 games or more in league. Adults maybe required to use NCTUSBC average. If there is no 

verification bowler will bowl off of 220.

4. Rule 319a-3. Bowlers are responsible for providing verification of their own average.

5. Rule 319a-2, 319c and 319d are waived.

6. Bumpers will bowl 2 games and all other divisions will bowl 3 games.

7. Handicap will be 90% of 440. 

8. Dress Code: All participants and coaches must wear suitable attire for this USBC youth activity. Bowlers must 

wear slacks, jeans, walking shorts, basketball shorts or Capri pants. All are acceptable as long as there are no 

stains or holes. If your fingers touch the flesh of your legs, the shorts are too short. No abbreviated tops or 

offensive shirts will be allowed. No headgear of any kind except for medical. No iPods, cell phones, or electrical 

devices allowed in bowler’s area. 

9. No visitors or non-bowlers in the bowler’s area.

10. The Scholarship money will be awarded at a ratio of 1 for every (6) entries with a minimum of one winner in each 

division based on total handicap pins. Ties split combined award. Last place ties count as one place. This money 

will be added to your Smart account. USBC adult and youth awards will be awarded if eligible. 100% scholarship 

fee will be returned.
